1. Minutes from HPC meeting 24.06.25 read and agreed as correct.

2. Matters Arising from the last meeting. 
Defibrillator – to avoid constant issues of overheating, this has now been moved to ‘outside the village hall’. This cost £96. Many thanks here to Laura Wood who has sorted out registering and all paperwork. The pads are current, and warranty is secured until 2029. 
Bilsdale Mast – mobile phone operators are currently putting up equipment, and all works should be completed by the end of the year.
FBVH – The status is that now it is a working charity, many thanks to Mandy for all her efforts and perseverance. There is now a committee of 10 and the first AGM is to be held at the end of November. At this point MS will step down as chairman. There are still many decisions to be made but these will be ongoing, and decisions made by the new FBVH charity.
Bilsdale Beacon – MS has now gathered quite a comprehensive email list which will be finalised within the month. All then would get a digital copy of the Bilsdale Beacon. 
Internet for the Village Hall– TS reported that this would cost £600 + VAT. This was discussed and SA is to contact Annette Hall (Village Hall treasurer) to ask if they are willing to share costs at 50% each. If they agree SA is to contact all councillors for their agreement, if this is a majority, SA to contact TS to go ahead with the project
Cattle Grid at Blow Gill – NB reported that this was cleaned today and that surrounding gutters were also cleaned.
Dicky Barn – Repairs have been completed. AW noted that a small amount of rubble had been dumped near the site, this was only discovered when strimming the area.
